♦ Attend a public hearing 
♦ Register to vote 

♦ Visit their partner’s home 
♦ Attend a community meeting 

♦ Visit a food bank ♦ Visit the state legislature ♦ Go grocery shopping together 
♦ Visit an employment training 

program and work on a resume 
♦ Participate in a meeting with a 

case worker 
 

♦ Visit a welfare office and apply
